UK Teen Model of the Year Competition Rules 2011
The winner must meet and adhere to the following rules and regulations in order to hold the UK Teen Model of the Year title and claim/retain the prizes. The National winner will be required to confirm that she meets the rules of the contest and provide proof of age in the form of an original birth certificate.

The UK Teen Model of the Year Competition Rules are as follows: -

* The judge’s decision is final and correspondences from contestants will not be entered into.

* Contestants must be born female and a minimum of 13 years of age and a maximum of 17 years of age on the date of the final – Date to be confirmed.

* Contestants must hold a British, Irish or European Union passport or hold a valid work permit to work in the UK.

* Contestants can be married and can have children.

Contestants are permitted to wear hair extensions and/or hairpieces. Contestants are also permitted to bring a make up artist and /or hairdresser with them on the night to help them. However, please note that guys are not permitted into the girls changing rooms under any circumstances. 

* Contestant must not have a criminal record or have anything in their background that could bring the contest or its sponsors into disrepute. Contestants must not at any time have been involved in any illegal activities or use of drugs of any nature.

* Contestants agree to abide by all rules and regulations of the UK Teen Model of the Year competition.

* All contestants are to behave in a fit and proper manner at all times. Any contestant and/or family member or guest showing less than sportsman like behaviour will lead to the disqualification of the contestant. No refund will be given under these circumstances.

* Contestants must not have a verbal or written contract with any North – West agency that forbids them to work with another Liverpool or North - West based company.

* Contestants must not have a verbal or written contract with any agency that forbids them to work with UK Teen Model of the Year.
* Contestants will permit The UK Teen Model of the Year and their licensees the right to use contestant's photograph for publicity purposes in connection with all our competitions.

* The winner of the Miss UK Teen Model of the Year title understands that for one year from the date of the final, her professional affairs as UK Teen Model of the Year will be under the sole management of The UK Teen Model of the Year and /or their licensees.

* The winner also confirms that she will not give any written or verbal endorsements commercially without the expressed permission of The UK Teen Model of the Year.

* The winner further acknowledges that all rights for any appearances, endorsements, modelling, promotions, speaking engagements, acting roles, etc. resulting from winning the UK Teen Model of the Year title shall belong exclusively to The UK Teen Model of the Year.

* All prizes won by contestants are strictly non-exchangeable. The competition organisers reserve the right to amend and replace competition prizes without prior notice with a prize of similar value.

* The winners and runners up in the public vote finals qualify for the National final. Any winner or runners up who fail to turn up for the National final for any reason whatsoever will be disqualified and will forfeit all prizes won.

* The National winner and all the Area Final winners agree to have photographs taken with all of her prizes for use by the sponsors. These photographs will also be published on the UK Teen Model of the Year website.

* All contestants must agree to be interviewed by the press (if required) and have their photographs taken without objection.

* Any contestants who are chosen to take part in the finals must give 8 weeks written notice if they are unable to attend the final. We regret that sponsorship refunds cannot be given under any circumstances if this is not done as we would be unable to find a suitable replacement. 

* Contestants must ensure that the information given on the entry form is true and factual. Contestants found to have given false personal information will be removed from the competition. The organisers have the right to replace selected contestants if they are deemed unfit to participate in the competition and no refund will be given.

* Dress code for the event - Girls in the Teen competition will be required to wear an evening dress/gown which should be about knee length or longer and casual wear which Must be White T-shirt & denim blue jeans. The evening dress/gown must be a single outfit, skirts & tops are not acceptable. 

Please note: As this is a Teen Model competition the evening dress/gown should be appropriate and NOT be revealing or daring. Inappropriate dresses will NOT impress the judges. Like wise the denim blue jeans & white t-shirt MUST be suitable. Jeans should NOT have large amounts of material missing or be too ripped.

Finalists will also be provided with a sash for the event and it is the contestant’s responsibility to keep the sash safe. There are no replacement sashes available on the day. Crowns & tiaras are not permitted to be worn by contestants. 

* The UK Teen Model of the Year or any of its employees shall not be held liable for any mishaps, accidents, injuries or loss of property that may arise during the competition.
* Contestant understands that The UK Teen Model of the Year reserves the right to change the dates & location of the Area finals, semi-finals and National final
